POOL HALL CLOSURE  
 
As part of the next construction phase new plant equipment will be installed to service both 
the existing and the two new pools. In order to complete this next stage of work the existing 
pools will be closed to the public between Monday 22 March to Thursday 1 April.  
 

Whilst it is unfortunate that the work will impact on swimming activities, members and 
visitors will be able to continue to enjoy all other Ballarat Aquatic Centre facilities and 
services during the pool closure.  
 
To minimise any inconvenience that may be caused as a result of the closure a number of 
steps have been put in place: 

  A two week extension will be applied to all Ballarat Aquatic Centre memberships 

  Additional „dry‟ group fitness classes will run in place of Aqua classes 

  Free access to other parts of the centre for Aquatic-only memberships 

  Friendly „come and try‟ activities in the Health Club  

  Aquatic Education participants will receive credit for their cancelled class 

  Aquatic Education participants will be offered a complimentary family swim 

    The Eureka Swimming Complex will extend its pool season until Thursday 1 April 

and will provide free entry for Aquatic Centre member and visitor passes.  

 

 

What progress has been made to date?  
 

Works completed to date include: 

 Pool slabs have been poured  

 Plant room slab poured and precast walls erected 

 Amenities block – steelwork erected, roof installed and wall frames established. 

 A temporary wall has been erected at the Gillies Street end of the 25 metre pool to 
allow the safe construction of the new pool area and the removal of the existing glass 
wall.  

The section of redevelopment on the southern side of the building is almost complete. This 
area will accommodate new facilities including two group change rooms, additional 
universal access toilet and change spaces and a new staffroom facility. This section is 
expected to be complete by April and will be made immediately available for the public to 
utilise.

Spa facility now included in redevelopment project  
 

A new spa facility will be included in the redevelopment of the Ballarat Aquatic 
Centre.  Ballarat City Council recently voted to expand the scope of the stage two 
redevelopment project to include a new spa.  
 
During the initial design process a larger redevelopment vision was articulated and 
costed which included the construction the spa. The spa facility was initially unable 
to be delivered as it was outside of the project budget at that time.  
 
The spa facility will be double the capacity of the spa and includes full disability 
access which will help contribute to the wider vision of a “wellness zone” as part of 
the redevelopment. The plans for stage two redevelopment – including the spa 
facility - are included below.
